Hardiness Zone Chart

2a:  -45 to -50F

2b:  -40 to -45F

A hardiness zone is a geographically-defined zone in which a specific 

category of plant life is capable of growing, as defined by temperature 

hardiness, or ability to withstand the minimum temperatures of the zone. 

The zones were first developed by the United States Department of 

Agriculture (USDA), and have subsequently been adopted elsewhere. 

They are categorized according to the mean of the lowest temperature 

recorded each winter, termed the ñaverage annual minimum temperature.ò 

Numbered 1 to 11, Zone 1 is the coldest area and Zone 11 is the warmest.

Sun Exposure for Plants
Plants will grow and bloom more vigorously if planted in the proper light exposure that is recommended. 

Many plants are adaptable; however, many are not. Plants not placed in proper light exposure may 

survive, but they will not thrive. 

ñFull Sunò generally means that plants should receive and tolerate at least six hours or more of direct 

sunlight per day. The afternoon sun has a stronger intensity.

ñBright Shadeò is an environment that receives between 4-6 hours of direct sun, such as a very bright 

location with a high, diffused canopy of trees.

ñPartial Shadeòis an environment that receives 2-4 hours of direct sun per day.

ñFull Shadeò is an environment with no direct sun exposure or receiving little direct sun, usually less than 

2 hours per day.

Deer-resistant Plants
Deer tend to avoid some plants and relish others. While no plant can be guaranteed to be "deer-proof," 

some types of plants are less tasty to a deer. The above symbol  indicates ñdeer resistantò from a list of 

plants from CSU Extension Service. Highly recommended by our customers is ñLiquid Fenceò to prevent 

deer damage.

A note about mature height and width:
Various conditions determine the mature size of most plants, i.e. moisture level, different types of soils, pH 

levels of soils, geographic area of country, and zone/elevation hardiness. The zone, height and width used 

in this catalog is to be used as a general guideline.
