Sun Exposure for Plants

Plants will grow and bloom more vigorously if planted in the proper light exposure that is recommended.
Many plants are adaptable; however, many are not. Plants not placed in proper light exposure may
survive, but they will not thrive.

The
foliage remains beautiful all
season long.

This striking red-stemmed dogwood
has medium green foliage with
creamy white flowers followed by
blue-black fruits.

Bailey prefers organically rich,
medium wet soils. Remove older
canes to preserve red color.

Rosy Glow Barberry

Although pruning is not
required, you may want to
remove 20-25% of the oldest
stems in early spring of each
year to stimulate growth of new
stems which will display the
best red color.

Potentilla are covered with masses of flowers from June until frost, especially with
fertilizer. They are adaptable to poor soils and can withstand drought conditions
once roots are established. It is best to thin this plant in late winter by cutting back

about one third of the stems near the ground (older stems only). It can also be
sheared for a more compact, round form. Plant in Full Sun.
